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Abstract：In reality, people insist on fair competition, but don’t fully understand the problems of the starting point of competition. Because all the institutional regulations on fairness come from the Constitution, we should analyze the constitution itself first. From analysis, we find that the partition between worker and rural people in the Constitution have already engendered identity discrimination, which turned the equality of citizen into the inequality in their starting point. What’s more, in the progress of development, the degree of the inequality became higher. In order to achieve the equality of people’s starting point, we should revise the Constitution’s corresponding part. Besides this, any rights should have its own corresponding remedy.
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On January 7, 2002, Jiang Tao, graduate of Sichuan University of China, lodged a complaint against branch of People's Bank of China in Chengdu, because of heightism, which is called “the first case of equal right of the Chinese Constitution ". The plaintiff gave his opinion as follows, the specific administrative act of admission of National Civil Servant by the defendant has violated the regulation that every citizen of People's Republic of China is equal before the law, article 33 of constitution, and has infringed the equal right of taking on the state personnel which every citizen is entitled to. In 2003, Zhangjie, a young man of Wuhu in Anhui Province, sent the personnel bureau of Wuhu of Anhui Province to court on the grounds of discriminating against liver disease patient. The outburst of the Sun Zhigang incident of 2003 had finished the history of the management system of the detention and repatriation, and has caused enthusiasm among people in discussing about the review of constitutionality.
The equal right of the Constitution has been taken by people seriously, but the rationality of the provision on equal right itself in Constitution has not caused enough attention. If the provision of the Constitution about equal right is defective, it is very difficult to imagine the sub-law depending on the Constitution can ensure the real equality. So the analysis on this question bears significant theoretical and realistic meaning. This paper begins with discussion with the provision on equal right itself in the Constitution, then points out that the regulation of the Constitution itself has caused the inequality of people from starting point, and analyses the influence of inequality brought to people from the starting point through the model, finally verifies my own model and the foundation of my view by positive analysis.
1. The equal rights and identity discrimination of the Constitution
Though the Constitution not merely ensures people's equality, it is an irrefutable fact that the production of the modern constitution links with the idea of equality. An important function of constitution is to declare people's fundamental rights and to offer the ultimate legal guarantee for realizing these rights. Special regulation to the citizen's fundamental right is made by chapter two of the Constitution of the PRC. According to the 33rd regulation of the Constitution, all persons holding the nationality of the People's Republic of China are citizens of the People's Republic of China. All citizens of the People's Republic of China are equal before the law. Every citizen is entitled to the rights and at the same time must perform the duties prescribed by the Constitution and the law. This is called equal right by people.
As to people's specific rights, the equal rights that the citizen enjoys include political right, social economic right and cultural and educational right, etc. However, other clauses of the Constitution do not match with this provision. This conflict may make the citizen's equal rights turn into a kind of inequality, which can be confirmed from relevant clauses.
1.1. The standard of the partition of population has dualism in which identity discrimination and the idea of equality coexist.
The article 33rd of Constitution of our country stipulates, all persons holding the nationality of the People's Republic of China are citizens of the People's Republic of China. All citizens of the People's Republic of China are equal before the law. The citizen concept comes from the equal ideas in such aspects as politics, economy, culture, which at least is a formal equality.
However, the Constitution also divides the crowds with a kind of class category of people. Article 2nd of Constitution stipulates: All rights of the People's Republic of China belong to the people. According to the 19th regulation of the Constitution, the state develops educational facilities in order to eliminate illiteracy and provide political, scientific, technical and professional education as well as general education for workers, peasants, state functionaries and other working people. It encourages people to become educated through independent study. According to the 23rd regulation, the state trains specialized personnel in all fields who serve socialism, expands the ranks of intellectuals and creates conditions to give full scope to their role in socialist modernization. It is obvious that Chinese citizen includes worker, peasant, intellectual, national staff member and other laborers in our country.
How to define the concepts of the worker, peasant and intellectual? Do the slow coaches, indolent and criminal ones among them belong to citizens?  Do citizens enjoy the equal rights? Which stratum should their children belong to? In reality, people's identity was fixed basically on the day when born. Children of workers are still workers, children of organ's staff members are cadres, and these two kinds of people can stay in the city and obtain employment. The children of peasants are still peasants, unless jump out the agricultural door through going to school or joining the army, which kind of situation is still minority. What is the basis according to which the identity is divided by family origin?
As to this, the Constitution and relevant laws have not offered the rational explanation. This kind of division standard in which the division is based on class consciousness and political consideration has its historical cause, and by the look of reality, it is reasonable too. However, it has not legal basis, it is not an appropriate category in the constitution.
1.2. Identity discrimination influences the realization of peasant's political right.
According to the 34th regulation of the Constitution, All citizens of the People's Republic of China who have reached the age of 18 have the right to vote and stand for  election,  regardless  of  ethnic status,  race,  sex,  occupation,  family  background, religious  belief, education, property status or length of residence, except persons deprived of political rights according to law.
At the same time, article 1 of Constitution stipulates, The People's Republic of China is a socialist state under the people’s democratic dictatorship led by the working class and based on the alliance of workers and peasants. Because of the division of the class, the working class is leader, the peasant is led, some can be depended on, some can be united with, and other can be persuaded and utilized.
1.3. Identity discrimination makes peasants lack the corresponding aim in the realization of the cultural and educational right, and enlarge the probability of devolution between generations.
According to the 46th regulation of Constitution of our country, Citizens of the People's Republic of China have the duty as well as the right to receive education. The state promotes the all-round development of children and young people, morally, intellectually and physically. According to the 47th regulation of the constitution, Citizens of the People's Republic of China have the freedom to engage in scientific research, literary and artistic creation and other cultural pursuits. The state encourages and assists creative endeavors conducive to the interests  of  the  people  that  are  made  by  citizens  engaged  in education, science, technology, literature, art and other cultural work.

In order to guarantee the citizen enjoys the right of receiving education, our country has made the educational law, in which article 36 stipulates clearly, Educator enjoys the equal rights in accordance with the law in such aspects as enrollment , entering a higher school, employment. Among three fundamental rights, the right of receiving an education is the most important, and in reality, it is also preformed best. Nobody has denied the equal rights that people receive education, but because the Constitution does not have corresponding aim clause, in reality, it doesn’t have real education equality.
According to the 23rd regulation of the Constitution, the state trains specialized personnel in all fields who serve socialism, expands the ranks of intellectuals and creates conditions to give full scope to their role in socialist modernization.
Just as what Liang Zhiping (2003) has pointed out, obviously all citizens should benefit from the country development education instead of any special crowd. There is no dispute about the intellectual's objective reality and objective function, but what this kind of division expresses is that kind idea of, sorting out citizen of one country according to such factors as their jobs etc, and then treated with discrimination.
1.4. Identity discrimination restricts the social economic right of peasants; the inequality on the starting point aggravates unequal degree in development.
OECD has stipulated core labor standard such as employment indiscrimination which is stipulated also by World Trade Organization. Employment indiscrimination is just equal rights of employment and job in law. Though our Constitution has not stipulated citizen's equal rights in employment and job directly, but the second paragraph of article 33 of Constitution stipulates, All citizens of the People's Republic of China are equal before the law. The first paragraph of article 42 stipulates, Citizens of the People's Republic of China have the right as well as the duty to work. Therefore we can infer that it is the underlying implication of our Constitution that the citizen has equal right in employment and job. The equal right of employment has guaranteed that citizens can have opportunity to obtain  better jobs through their own efforts , everybody's future is grasped on his or her own hand, people get jobs through the fair competition , but not depended on such congenital factors as the identity , race , nationality , blood relationship ,etc;. Discrimination behaviors conflict with the legal spirit of our country and international practice, therefore such discriminations as liver disease and blood group discrimination
 and heightism in the practice of employment are all condemned by people.
According to the 43rd regulation, working people in the People's Republic of China have the right to rest. The state expands facilities for the rest and recuperation of the working people and prescribes working hours and vacations for workers and staff. According to the he 44th regulation, the state applies the system of retirement for workers and staff of enterprises and institutions and for functionaries of organs of state according to law. The livelihood of retired personnel is ensured by the state and society. According to the 45th regulation, citizens of the People's Republic of China have the right to material assistance from the state and society when they are old, ill or disabled. The state develops social insurance, social relief and medical and health services that are required for citizens to enjoy this right. From stipulations of the Constitution, there is retirement system in the city, while there is no corresponding measure in the vast countryside. Such country's relief measures as social insurance become the privilege of urban people in the concrete implementation.
In a word, the Constitution of our country has used two concepts of people and citizen as regard to the division of people. This kind of division exerts a great influence on people in reality. The citizens belong to the categories of different crowds. Some people occupy the mainstream and can fully enjoy various kinds of resources and chances that the country offers in the name of people; other people are just in the edge and excluded from resources enjoyed by some citizens (even foreign people). The persons in the Constitution are classified and their political positions and legal status are unequal. So people in the real world are divided into various grades and ranks, and are treated by inequality.
In such a world, abstract concept of citizen is shrouded by the clear class partition and equal right is nearly nonsensical. This kind of practice perhaps has its rationality within the political field and under a certain specific historical condition, but it does not accord with the modern the idea of equality, and it is also not one view that a Marxist should hold.
A lot of scholars pay close attention to the fact that there is inequality on the resource distribution chance between town and country, which in turn causes the enormous income and welfare disparity. But they only point the contradiction to the system of the household register. There is no clear understanding among them about the constitution origin.
The concept of people has its origin in the idea that autonomy belongs to people. At the present stage, people and citizen are basically equal. Today we pay attention to equality; as a result, we should emphasize the equality of citizens. Various people in reality as the abstract citizen legally should equally enjoy the right of the Constitution (Of course except persons deprived of political rights according to law).
2. Model
Because the law itself is unreasonable, it engenders identity discrimination in reality. What influence does this kind of discrimination bring to the development of people? We analyse social welfare maximization of people under discrimination and under no discrimiantion respectively based on AK model.Personal developments are different because of discrimination. People under discrimination not only can not get resources, but the chance is also seized; resources do not increase and reduce instead, therefore the achievement will be worse, which falls into “poverty trap” Nelson (1956 ) put forward; On the contrary, another group of people will be better. 
A. Formulation. We shall formulate the influence of identity discrimination in dynamic developing.

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Points of intersect of two curves (8a) and (8b) are the equilibrium point. According to the nature of the production function, the equilibrium point exists. We can not always get sole equilibrium point which satisfies the characteristic of saddle-stable because of having two equations only and a lot of variables.
In order to investigate dynamic relation of capital and consumption in plane (c,k),we take the derivative c in (8a) and (8b) with respect to k.

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So on the plane (c,k), the curve (8a) increases at first, then decreases when the capital stock reaches the gold level, and that the curve is strictly concave. The curve (8b) monotonously increases, but it’s difficult to know its convexity or concavity, so there may be a lot of equilibrium points

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We can not confirm the symbol of 
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,so there will be stationary points which are saddle-stable, there also will be equilibrium points which are non-saddle -stable. In the general situation, the graph on (c,k) level is as following:
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As shown in figure above, there are 3 stationary points, and the optimal accumulation path is the broken line which passes through them. Note that the capital-labor ratios, k2 and k4, are critical points and have an important critical meaning. If initially the consumers' capital stock starts at k0, smaller than k2, then it will decline to k1 in the long term. If 
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,it is optimal to rise to k3; If k0＝k2, the capital will stay there. With increase and decrease of the capital, the level of consumption increases and decreases correspondingly. Similar case applies to k4. In other words, the middle points are unstable, while the points in both sides are stable. People under discrimination incline to the equilibrium points of low income, while people under no discrimination incline to the equilibrium points of high income, in which the income disparity between two groups of people increase. 
3．The explanation of the model
The living standards of the countryside and city are all improving on the whole with economic development. The savings and consumption of people in the countryside and in city are all on the increase. Because the stocks of capital are different and the increasing routes are different, the last welfare level is different, and this kind of disparity is greater and greater.There are three reasons: (1) capital stock in rural areas is much less as to capital stock in city, so its economic growth is naturally much slower than that of the city; (2)Rural population growth is faster than the city, the increase of its stock of capital is often offsetted by population's increase; (3)Peasants' average capital income is in or close to the level of subsistance, their scanty deposits not only need to pay the child's tuition fee, purchase means of production,but also need to take out the majority to prevent and pay the expensive medical expenses because of lack of social security measure. Because of the reasons of these respects, peasants' income may almost not be turned into net investment and expanded the social reproduction, thus the income gap in urban and rural areas is being strengthened constantly. 

In the countryside, if a certain kinsfolk suffer from the serious illness, this family reaches the bankrupt edge because there is not any social security measure. Some poor kinsfolk who have got the serious illness even would wait for death directly. If the main workforce of a family falls across a question in this way or that, the living standard of its kinfolks will be getting worse and worse. It is established that its capital would reduce from k2 toward k1. Because there are corresponding insurance measures in the city, family's possibility of bankrupt is very small. The appearance of the situation such as Laid- off etc may make the capital of the urbanite fall from k4 to k3.Solely because of certain social security measures, capital can not continue to drop, and therefore the utility of the urbanite is better than that of general peasants. In reality, that a lot of peasants envy laid-off workers very much can be explained here. 

    Especially,the reality is far more complicated than these two simple kinds of states.In reality, the initial wealth of different area and different crowd is different. On the whole, peasants lie in the left end of the cross axle and have the least wealth of society, while peasants in city suburbs are in the right of above peasants, and then residents of small and medium-sized cities, the most right end residents of big cities7. It can be found out from the dynamic course of the model, the value may reach different points when balanced in a long term because of different initial wealth natural endowment. The inequality may be expanded in the course of developing because of the unequal starting point. 
How to get rid of “poverty trap”? Though residents' stock of initial capital has been already quite high, if lower than k2, his stock of capital will drop to the level of k1 when balanced and he falls into “poverty trap”. If the stock of the capital exceeds k2, it will disappear to k3 in the long term,and reachs a higher level. This proves that though inequality on the starting point, small difference between people in town and countryside in initial stage, the utility levels when being balanced may differ greatly . The more important thing is it has directive significance to government assistance. Injecting fund from the outside or peasants going down town to reduce quantity of the people in the countryside can help to get rid of the low-level trap. 
If by way of assistance, government make initial peasants' stock of capital rise from the left of k2 to the right, peasants' stock of capital will reach k3. In order to keep the fair competition, the government should consider more about the countryside, and make peasants have a relatively fair starting point by rights relief. Otherwise, the growth of the whole national economy would make characteristic of the dual economy more serious. 

4. The validation of the model

4.1. The discrimination of political right.
Peasants, as the allied forces, their right to be elected is restricted. Though nobody has denied peasants can have been engaged in a certain job, in reality, peasants' qualification is strictly restricted. Therefore it appears media's sensation because of allowing peasants to participate in the post competition of the state personnel.
In the production of the deputy to the National People's Congress, people pay close attention to the fact that peasant's number is larger than urban residents. The proportion of the number of deputy who represents in the countryside and in city is 4to1；Municipality directly under the Central Government, city, and area under the jurisdiction of the municipal government stipulate that the number of people whom each deputy in countryside represents should exceed the number of people whom each deputy in city represents.
There are 280 peasant deputies in the eighth National People's Congress, accounting for 9.4%; the ninth 240 people, accounting for 8％
, which is disproportional to the proportion of 80% peasants account for. How much do deputies elected really represent peasants? It is an irrefutable fact that peasants are the disadvantaged groups among each class. Should offer more treatment to peasants on the ballot or not?  Combining these two factors, should we increase the proportion of peasant deputy or reduce it? It is worth further research...
4.2. The discrimination of the cultural and educational right.
The children of peasants go out of countryside mainly by two ways, going to school and joining the army. The way of joining the army is given up by people progressively because it raises the academic credentials demand, the service time is shortened, the chance of promoted as a cadre is diminished correspondingly ,and it is difficult to obtain employment after military service. Then going to school has been the first choice for children of peasants. On the mean while, because of the difficulty of employment, the special technical secondary school is not favored. The goal for them is to enter university.  Because of the increase of education charges, with the development of economy, some family living standards are getting worse and worse. Education charges result in the vicious circle of capital accumulation of rural manpower in the countryside, in which poorer family gets less education, vice versa. The threshold to enter universities is relatively higher for poorer education.
4.3. The discrimination of the social economic right.
Our country implements the division of the workers and peasants, and makes different persons combine with different means of production. The combination is involuntary. It is caused by family origin. Household register system locks peasants up at the land. Vast peasants combine with less means of production and enjoy few public services, while relative fewer workers combine with more means of production, enjoy a large number of public services. The agricultural population is surplus seriously, but department rules and local regulation that restrain peasants appear one after another
. The family origin of peasants influences their own future development.
It can be found out from the following materials that the income gaps of peasants and urban residents were bigger and bigger day by day during 1985-2002

The income gap in urban and rural areas in China is being widened constantly in name, and it is more serious in fact. The per capita income rate between town and country of China can not reflect the actual income gap between town and country. For example, the socialized medicine that urban residents enjoy has not reckoned into their disposable incomes. The middle and primary schools of the cities and towns can obtain a large number of financial subsidies, which the rural school gets is very few. Peasants must raise funds and run schools. The pension insurance, unemployment insurance, the minimum life relief etc are the privilege of urban residents. If take these non- monetary factors into consideration, it is estimated that the income gap in urban and rural areas will possibly reach six fold
, which is the highest in the world. If we take into consideration that peasants' income is mainly used for production instead of the personal welfare, the disparity is more unable to weigh. It can be found out from the disparity of level of consumption of the urban and rural areas that the income gap is inaccurate.
4.4. Measurement of identity discrimination.
We can calculate the approximate price of discrimination by utilizing the transformation cost from countryside to the city and from peasants to urbanite. In the realization of social economic right, there is unemployment benefit in the city, while there is not in the countryside. Statistics of the total unemployment do not take into account the number of people in countryside. Even a lot of urban personnel are too idle to do the dirty, disorderly and bad work of city, to which peasants are most welcome. We might as well call the profit from the worst job in city identity rent I. Therefore we are easy to make out that the provision stipulated by Qingdao and a lot of city that peasants can not be hired as long as there are laid-off workers, not only violates the constitution, but also lacks the most basic humanitarianism.
In the beginning of the 1990s, a lot of cities sell urban registered permanent residence by 2000 to 20 000, which caused the purchasing spree in the society. This kind of registered permanent residence is a kind of restricted urban registered permanent residence, which is admitted only in the range of a county. The citizens with this kind of registered permanent residence do not enjoy such urban privilege as social insurance, unemployment benefit of the city etc;, but can keep land and have preferential employment opportunities over peasants. This kind of registered permanent residence price can be called identity rentⅡ. In graduates’ job assignment; a lot of large cities stipulated the city hold the fee, some even to as much as ten thousand. We might as well call this kind of entry barrier set up utilizing position advantage identity rent Ⅲ.
The sum of above-mentioned three identity rent which doesn’t include some recessive factors can only be the most conservative estimate as identity discrimination. The children of peasants who step out the countryside get identity rentⅠand identity rentⅡ. In order to get identity rentⅢ, they need to continue struggling, for example pursuing the master degree.
5. Conclusion
We must examine the Constitution itself closely at first when discussing the issue of equal right of the Constitution. If the Constitution is problematic, it is unavoidable to go wrong in reality. Though the Constitution has stipulated the citizen's equal rights, but they mostly have been twisted in the specific legal clauses and corresponding government regulations. Therefore, though the Constitution has stipulated equal rights, we still need corresponding relief measures, otherwise not only they can not be realized in reality, but also nobody observes in running. The equality on the starting point has great influence on people's development, so the rights should be equaled as much as possible on the starting point. In order to get rid of the poor trap of the countryside, we advise the government to carry on the practical relief to the countryside.
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�Blood type discrimination not only infringes the equality of employment right of the citizen, but also infringes the citizen's right of privacy.

�For example, in November, 1994, the Labor Department issued “Temporary Regulation on the Labor Flow of Rural People that Cross-province”, in which the fifth article said : when the local labor force can’t fulfill the demand, besides, when it satisfies one of the following condition, the employers can hire other province’ labor: 1, after the employment service institution’s sanction, the local labor force is hard up at large; 2  The local labor force cannot meet the need of vocations and types of works what the employing work units require; 3, out of the above mentioned condition, the employing work units still cannot sign or sign enough employees within the prescribed limits and a certain time. In the city of Qingdao, the volume of migrant labor employees is controlled within 14% of local labor force, meanwhile it is regulated that the employer should pay extra50 Yuan for hiring a migrant worker and can get 3000yuan as a subsidy for employing a above -35- year female or a above-40-year male who awaits job assignment for at least six months. The above mentioned is quoted from the secondary source, Issue on Legal Ensurence of Peasants’ Equal Rights, by Zhou Qiming, Research on Law and Economy,2000(2)(Chinese).


�Our analysis starts from 1985, not 1978 (when the reformation takes place). Our reasons are as follow, 1, we lack data on consumption; 2, there were varies of delitescent crises before the Reformation. With the growth of economy, these crises burst but having no persuasion force. If we analyze from the end of 1970’s, the income difference between rural and urban areas experience a following way: first shrink, then magnify, and then tend to be severe.
